¥ Now we know that whatever the law says it speaks to those who are under the law, so that
every mouth may be stopped, and the whole world may be held accountable to God. *° For
by works of the law no human being will be justified in his sight, since through the law comes
knowledge of sin.

1 But now the righteousness of God has been manifested apart from the law, although the
Law and the Prophets bear witness to it— **the righteousness of God through faith in Jesus
Christ for all who believe. For there is no distinction: > for all have sinned and fall short of the
glory of God, **and are justified by his grace as a gift, through the redemption that is in Christ
Jesus, > whom God put forward as a propitiation by his blood, to be received by faith. This
was to show God's righteousness, because in his divine forbearance he had passed over for-
mer sins. “°It was to show his righteousness at the present time, so that he might be just and
the justifier of the one who has faith in Jesus.

We moreover engage
that when we remove from this place we will, as soon as possible, unite with a like-
minded church where we can carry out the spirit of this covenant and the principles
of God's Word.

A Prayer Guide for the week of February 6
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Prayer of the week:

It’s often helpful to pray the Scripture as a springboard and inspiration for our own prayer life. As
you pray for yourself and others this week, consider praying the wisdom of Proverbs 3:5-7:

> Trust in the Lord with all your heart,
and do not lean on your own understanding.
®In all your ways acknowledge him,
and he will make straight your paths.
” Be not wise in your own eyes;
fear the Lord, and turn away from evil.
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We recognize our need for God’s help in all the areas of our lives. The categories and requests
listed below are intentional ways to pray for each other as a church family. For help in knowing
how and what to pray for, look up the Scripture included with each item.

Ongoing prayer items in the life of our church:

Pray for opportunities and boldness to share the gospel with friends, family, co-workers (Matt.
28:19)

Pray for conversions (John 3:3, Acts 16:14)

Pray for the preaching of God’s word — for faithfulness, fruitfulness, and God’s glory (2 Tim.
4:2,1 Cor. 2:4-5, Isa. 55:10-11)

Pray for increased one to one discipleship relationships in our church family (Matt. 28:19-20)
Pray for unity in our diversity both on Sunday and through the week (Rom. 15:13, Eph 4:2-3)
Pray for continued growth and joy in the gospel (1 Cor. 15:1-5, 2 Pet. 1:12)

Pray for growth in holiness, hatred of sin and growth in humility (Prov. 8:13, 1 Pet. 1:14-16)
Pray for honest, loving relationships in our church (Col. 3:12-13, James 5:16)

Pray for families: marriages to thrive, parents to teach/love/discipline carefully, and children to
obey (Eph. 5:22-6:4)

Pray that giving would be faithful, joyful, consistent, and sacrificial (2 Cor. 8:9)

Prayer items outside our church:

Pray that God would help government leaders locally and nationally to make wise decisions
going forward that will help protect all people from evil and unjust suffering. (1 Tim. 2:1-2,
Rom. 13:1-7)
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Pray that God would provide relief and comfort for those still suffering from the effects of
COVID throughout the world, and that He would draw people to His Word and to salvation.
(Ps. 139:23-24)

Pray for fruitful ministry in other gospel-proclaiming churches in our area. (Rom. 15:20, 1
Cor. 16:1-3, Matt. 28:19-20)

Pray for our missionary partners around the world and especially those we are directly in-
volved with: Joe and Andi Carroll (Central Asia), Daniel and Brandi Spandler-Davison (East
Asia), and Dave and JoAnn Brown (Guatemala). Pray that the gospel would flourish and
churches would be planted and strengthened through their work. Pray God would strength-
en their faith and supply their needs. (Ps 93:4, Col. 1:5-6, 1 Pet. 4:12-17)

Particular prayer items in the life of our church:

Pray for those in our church family who are going through a significant time of suffering in
their body or soul. Pray for peace. Pray for a keen awareness of God’s presence and a desire
to draw near to him. Pray for experiences of joy in Christ and in fellowship with church fami-
ly. (Is. 26:3-4, Ps. 34:18, Ps. 30:1-5)

Pray for good fruit to come from our recent Biblical Parenting Seminar. Pray for the children
of our church to hear and understand the gospel and be saved. Pray especially for their fami-
lies and DiscipleLIFE teachers to faithfully teach and show them how to live out God’s com-
mands. (Luke 8:8)

Pray that our church family would not grow weary of doing good. Pray that we would live
and interact with one another in a way that reveals God’s steadfast love and mercy to the
world. (Gal 6:9)

Pray God would guard our church from fear, anxiety, and disunity. Pray that we would trust
that God is good and be assured that He is in control.
