Praying with First Baptist Church
A Prayer Guide for the week of August 13
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Prayer of the week:

Consider using the Apostle Paul’s prayer from the book of 1 Corinthians 1:4-7a as a springboard
for your own prayer time this week. If you’re praying through the church directory, this is a great
prayer to give thanks to God for the work He has done in the brothers and sisters in Christ in our
church family.

“I give thanks to my God always for you because of the grace of God

that was given you in Christ Jesus, that in every way you were enriched in him
in all speech and all knowledge—even as the testimony about Christ
was confirmed among you—so that you are not lacking in any gift...”
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We recognize our need for God’s help in all the areas of our lives. The categories and requests
listed below are intentional ways to pray for each other as a church family. For help in knowing
how and what to pray for, look up the Scripture included with each item.

Ongoing prayer items in the life of our church:

e Pray for opportunities and boldness to share the gospel with loved ones (Matt. 28:19)
e Pray for conversions (John 3:3, Acts 16:14)
e Pray for the children of our church to hear and understand the gospel and be saved. (Luke 8:8)

e Pray for the preaching of God’s word — for faithfulness, fruitfulness, and God’s glory (2 Tim.
4:2,1 Cor. 2:4-5, Isa. 55:10-11)

e Pray for increased one to one discipleship relationships in our church family (Matt. 28:19-20)
e Pray for unity in our diversity both on Sunday and through the week (Rom. 15:13, Eph 4:2-3)
e Pray for continued growth and joy in the gospel (1 Cor. 15:1-5, 2 Pet. 1:12)

e Pray for growth in holiness, hatred of sin and growth in humility (Prov. 8:13, 1 Pet. 1:14-16)

e Pray for honest, loving relationships in our church (Col. 3:12-13, James 5:16)

e Pray for families: marriages to thrive, parents to teach/love/discipline carefully, and children to
obey (Eph. 5:22-6:4)

e Pray that giving would be faithful, joyful, consistent, and sacrificial (2 Cor. 8:9)

Prayer items outside our church:

e Pray that our elected officials would fear God, seek His wisdom, have integrity, humility, and
work together for the good of society and not self. (1 Tim. 2:1-2, Rom. 13:1-7)
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Pray for fruitful ministry in other gospel-proclaiming churches in our area. (Rom. 15:20, 1
Cor. 16:1-3, Matt. 28:19-20)

Pray that God would bring a swift end to wars going on throughout the world and establish
peace. Pray for protection and care for the many refugees fleeing to safety. Pray the people
would trust in God in the midst of suffering. (Ps. 139:23-24)

Pray for our ministry partners locally and around the world—Baptist Convention of Mary-
land/Delaware (BCM/D), North American Mission Board (NAMB) and International Mission
Board (IMB). Pray especially for those we are directly involved with: Jeremy McClain (Mercy
of Christ Fellowship Church, DC), Joel Kurz (The Garden Church, Baltimore), Joe and Andi Car-
roll (Central Asia), Daniel and Brandy Spandler-Davison and Susanna Schriever (Bangkok City
Baptist Church, Thailand). Pray the gospel would flourish and churches would be planted
and strengthened through their work. Pray that God would supply their needs. (Ps 93:4, Col.
1:5-6, 1 Pet. 4:12-17)

Particular prayer items in the life of our church:

Pray for Pastor Tyrone as he is on sabbatical in August: physical and spiritual rest, joyful expe-
riences with family, meaningful times of fellowship with God, spiritual strength from tempta-
tion, vision and clarity for ministry going forward.

Pray that our church family would not grow weary of doing good. Pray that we would live
and interact with one another in a way that reveals God’s steadfast love and mercy to the
world. (Gal 6:9)

Pray that we know a profound contentment no matter what circumstances we find ourselves
in —a contentment from knowing God is our help. (Heb. 13:5-6)

Pray that God would help our church family use the summer season for unique opportunities
of evangelism, to build each other up, and to love one another well. (Rom. 12:9-21)

Pray that God bring good spiritual fruit in the lives of our students as a result of the recent
Youth Summer Trip (June 19-23) and Vacation Bible School (June 26-30). (Gal 5:22-23)

Pray God would guard our church from fear, anxiety, and disunity. Pray that we would trust
that God is good and be assured that He is in control. (John 13:34-35)
